(DailyMirror) - Sri Lanka’s ambassador
and Permanent Representatives to the
UN in Geneva Tamara Kunanayakam
slamming the west said that the Western
countries want only a ‘regime change’ in
Sri Lanka.

“Their real objective is “regime change”!
Many Ambassadors in Geneva have been
telling me that this is also what they want

has sought to impose the concept
“responsibility to protect” or “R2P” to
justify military interventions in countries
where, according to them, the
Government is unable to protect its own
citizens !,” she says.

In response to UK Foreign Office Minister
Jeremy Browne’s argument that Sri Lanka
is a failed state, she says, “Like “terrorist

is used to justify interference in the
internal affairs of sovereign States, but
under an angelic and moralizing
appearance.

UK Foreign Office Minister Jeremy
Browne'’s reference to Sri Lanka as a
“failed State” is direct. The High
Commissioner for Human Rights uses
apparently innocuous language, but

that dangerous concept. She suggests
that Sri Lanka is unable or unwilling to
protect its citizens, that its institutions are
incapable of implementing the
recommendations of LLRC, and that it
refuses to engage with UN institutions.
She notes that the West had developed

Nations — Geneva, Tamara Kunanayakam
further said, “What, in fact, are the US
trying to tell us with their draft resolution?
They are not saying that our LLRC report is
bad. They are not saying that there is
gross and systematic violations of human
rights in Sri Lanka. What they are saying is
that they don’t have confidence that we will
implement the recommendations. «

She was very critical with her observation :
« They are judging our intentions, not the
ground reality ! This is unacceptable to
most countries, because it gives a role to
the Council that was never intended.

Moreover, there is a general feeling that Sri
Lanka is being punished for cooperating.

If the reward for cooperation is
punishment, then why, they ask, should
anyone cooperate with the Council.

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Resolution against Sri Lanka will prompt the govt to implement LLRC recommendations
TNA Leader writes to all 47 UNHRC member nations

(island.lk) Tamil National Alliance Leader R.
Sampanthan has written to all United Nations
Human Rights Council member nations, claiming
that the proposed resolution against Sri Lanka,
which will be tabled at the ongoing 19th session of
the Council, would provide an opportunity for the
government to fulfill the commitments
recommended in the Lessons Learnt and
Reconciliation Commission report.

Sampanthan said, in his letter: " We observe that
at the upcoming 19th Session of the Human Rights
Council in Geneva, a Resolution will be tabled that
will declare that the government of Sri Lanka has
not yet done enough to implement the
recommendations of the LLRC, and will
comprehensively address the issue of
accountability. You are aware that the Sri Lankan
government has consistently failed to abide by its
commitments and to implement recommendations
made by Commissions appointed by the
government. This Resolution will provide an
opportunity for the fulfillment of the commitments
repeatedly made by the government of Sri Lanka,
and now contained in the recommendations of the
LLRC, and thereby for the realization of the
legitimate aspirations of the Tamil people".
Sampanthan, possibly for the first time, had also
admitted in his letter to the UNHRC nations, that

there were war crimes committed on the part of the
LTTE as well which, he said, were reflected in the
Darusman report.

He said: "Subsequent to assurances given by the
President of Sri Lanka in May 2009, and in
pursuance of the same, the Secretary General of
the United Nations appointed a panel in June 2010
to advise him on accountability issues in Sri Lanka
with respect to the final stages of the war. When
the Panel released its report on 31 March 2011,
stating that there were credible allegations that
both sides had committed war crimes and crimes
against humanity, the TNA welcomed that Report
and urged the implementation of its
recommendations. We are convinced that telling
the truth and ascertaining responsibility is the best
means of avoiding a repetition of past tragedies.
"The Sri Lankan government promised that the
Lessons Learnt and Reconciliation Commission
(LLRC), which it had appointed in May 2010, would
address questions of accountability. The LLRC
delivered its report in November 2011. We have
shared with the international community our
comprehensive analytical response to the said
report, and also enclose it herewith. We submitted
that the LLRC failed the victims of the war, and that
its composition, mandate, process and findings fell
dramatically short of international standards.
"Notwithstanding this, the LLRC also made several

positive recommendations, including for the rapid
demilitarization of the North and East,
investigations into human rights violations
committed by paramilitary groups and legislative
recognition of the right to information. Though the
LLRC recognized the critical importance of making
visible progress on devolution of power,
successive governments for well-nigh six decades
have failed to address this issue. The failure to
evolve a political solution based on devolution of
power is the root cause of the conflict in Sri Lanka.
The government of Sri Lanka continues to
demonstrate a lack of commitment to implement
even the LLRC’s recommendations within a
specific time-frame.

"In fact, even the LLRC observed that its own
interim recommendations which were issued in
September 2010, such as publishing a list of
detainees and disarming paramilitary groups, have
not been implemented. This consistent record of
non-implementation by the government, and its
refusal to take steps towards creating a social and
political environment of positive peace and justice
remains the most serious problem for the Tamil
people in Sri Lanka.

"The state of human rights protection and human
security in Sri Lanka continues to cause great

distress to us. The spate of killings and abductions,

even in the last few months; the intrusive presence

of the military in governance, on the streets, in
trade and business as well as in the day to day
lives of citizens; the negation of effective civilian
administration in the North; the expropriation of
private lands; the arbitrary utilization of state lands
for sectarian purposes; and the erection of
massive military cantonments in areas where
people should have been allowed to resettle; are
all manifestations of how the social and political
freedom of the Tamil people in the North and East
of Sri Lanka is being severely jeopardized. The
worst affected victims of this intense militarization
are women and children, where widows and
orphans are rendered particularly vulnerable to
systematic exploitation and violence. Former
women LTTE cadres and other vulnerable women
are coerced into playing the role of comfort
women. Furthermore, paramilitary groups acting in
consort with the military are known to be involved
in incidents of rape and abuse, as well as human
trafficking and organized prostitution.
"The democratic verdicts of the Tamil people in Sri
Lanka have been consistently disregarded by
successive governments for well-nigh six decades.
There is now a concerted attempt to silence that
Tamil democratic voice. At the urging of those with
extremist views, the government is engaged

Moves To Remove Sajith

However after Wickremesinghe left
the area Premadasa and other UNP rebels gave
speeches to the public. When The Sunday Leader
contacted UNP MP John Amaratunga, he said that

a split in the UNP will harm any chance the party
has to topple the ruling UPFA government.

He also claimed that it seemed that Premadasa
was taking forward a government contract to split
the UNP and such moves cannot be allowed.
“The UNP will not be able to come to power under
these circumstances,” Amaratunga said.

When The Sunday Leader contacted UNP Deputy
Leader Sajith Premadasa he rejected claims that
he was attempting to split the party. Premadasa
said that he and other UNP members who are
supporting him are not going in a different
direction.

Wickremesinghe had meanwhile said that he
would not hesitate to expel those who condemn
the party’s actions carried out against the
government.

Speaking at a meeting in Badulla on Friday the
Opposition Leader said that such individuals only
fulfill the aspirations of the government.

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Matara - Beliatta Railway Extension Project:

China approves US$ 278.2 m

(dailynews.lk) The People's Republic of China
government has approved a loan of US$ 278.2
million through its Export-Import (Exim) Bank of
China on concessional terms to finance
construction of Matara - Beliatta Section
(Phase [) of Matara - Kataragama Railway
Extension Project.

Matara - Beliatta section consists the
construction of 26.75 km single line broad
gauge rail track including construction of
structures such as culverts, bridges over rivers,
viaducts required over the Nilwala river flood
plain, level crossings, underpass boxes, road
diversion,

four numbers of railway stations and functional
requirements including construction of railway
quarters for staff, earth embankments, cut
embankments and ground treatment etc.

This is the first phase of the Matara -
Kataragama Railway Extension Project.

It is expected to construct the railway line from
Beliatta to Hambantota and Hambantota to
Kataragama under phase Il and phase llI.

The construction of the new railway will provide
an efficient and environmentally friendly mode
of transport to cater to the increasing demand
for transport due to development in the
Southern region with the operation of a new
port and airport in Hambantota.

Mattala Airport to be ready by October

(island.lk) The government had made steady
progress in the construction of Sri Lanka’s
second international Airport, at Mattala.

It was scheduled to be completed by the end of
October this year, Airport and Aviation Services
Minister Priyankara Jayaratne said.

He said that the Exim Bank of China had
provided Funding to the tune of US $ 209 million
for the project and the contractors were China
Harbour Engineering Company Ltd and the
contract period was 36 months. According to the
original contract the construction was to be
completed by March 15, 2013, but with the
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steady progress being made by the Engineers it
would be completed by October end this year.
The construction was being done under the
supervision of Engineers of the Airport and
Aviation Services.

Almost 80 per cent of the work on the 3,500-
metre long and 75-metre wide runway, 40 per
cent of the work on the Air Terminal with the
capacity to serve one million passengers, 20 per
cent of the work on the cargo terminal with
capacity to handle 45,000 tonnes of cargo
annually, have been completed.

Nearly half the work on ancillary and fire
services building, control tower, apron to park
ten aircraft, two kilometres of external road
and the internal access roads had been
completed, he said.

Minister Jayaratne also said that the
Government had taken a policy decision not
to import any second hand aircraft for Sri
Lankan Airlines in the future as it was
economic in the long run to purchase brand
new aircraft on soft lease. Then one need not
have spent on major repairs for around six
years to a decade.

Jayawardene was fined 10 per cent of his
match fee after pleading guilty to a Level 1
breach of the ICC Code of Conduct during his
side’s One-day International against Australia
in Adelaide today.

Jayawardene was found to have breached
Article 2.1.3 of the code of the code which
relates to “showing dissent at an umpire’s
decision during an international match” an ICC
media release said today.

After Sri Lanka’s eight wickets victory, which
has leveled the best-of-the-three final of the
three-nation tournament, the opener admitted
the offence and accepted the proposed
sanction offered to him by Chris Broad of the
Emirates Elite Panel of ICC Match Referees.
As such, there was no need for a formal
hearing.

Mahela fined 10%

Explaining his decision, Mr Broad said: “The
actions of Mahela Jayawardene were
unacceptable as the ICC code clearly states
that whatever may be the situation, you have to
always respect and accept an umpire’s
decision.

"It is understandable that Mahela Jayawardene
felt disappointed after Farveez Maharoof’s
delivery, which had been dispatched for a
boundary, was also declared as a no-ball for a
full toss above waist height.

“But as one of the senior most players in world
cricket today and also as the captain of his
side, Mr Jayawardene must maintain a certain
level of self-control and clearly his actions went
beyond what would be deemed
acceptable.That said, Mr Jayawardene pleaded
guilty to the offence and apologised for his
actions.”

The charge had been laid by the on-field
umpires Asad Rauf of the Emirates Elite Panel
of ICC Umpires and Bruce Oxenford of the
Emirates International Panel of ICC Umpires as
well as third umpire Paul Reiffel and fourth
umpire Simon Fry.

The charge related to an incident in the 44th
over when Jayawardene, during a consultation
between the on-field umpires, argued with their
decision to declare a full toss above waist
height as a no-ball. The discussion continued
for a prolonged period and for the remainder of
the over.

All Level 1 breaches carry a minimum penalty
of an official reprimand and a maximum penalty
of 50 per cent of a player’s match fee the ICC
press release said.
